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A Summary of this week’s Gospel Reflection by Pope Francis (18 October 2020) 

In this Sunday's Gospel, Jesus confronts his adversaries who seek to trap him with a tricky question 

about paying taxes to Caesar. They pay him compliments initially but aim to discredit him. They 

pose the question, hoping for a simple "yes" or "no" answer, as they believe either response would 

compromise Jesus. However, Jesus astutely avoids the trap. He asks to see a coin used for paying 

taxes and inquires about the image on it, to which they respond, "Caesar's." Jesus then delivers a 

profound answer: "Render to Caesar what is Caesar's and to God what is God's." 

This response emphasizes the distinction between the secular and the sacred. Jesus acknowledges 

the obligation to pay taxes to the state but reminds all that they bear the image of God within 

themselves. He underscores God's primacy in human existence and history. 

This teaching provides guidance to believers in all ages, emphasizing their duty as responsible 

citizens to pay taxes and obey just laws while maintaining God's supreme importance in their lives. The mission of the Church and its 

followers is to bear witness to God and share the Gospel with society. Through humility and courage, Christians are called to contribute 

to building a civilization based on love, justice, and fraternity. 

The message encourages all to lead honest and constructive lives, inspiring the world with the Gospel and the Spirit's grace. Mary, the 

Holy Mother, is invoked to help believers avoid hypocrisy and be faithful witnesses, with God at the centre of their lives.
